This guidance document sets out an interim solution to CPW087 ‘Ability for Wholesalers to add meter reads’ ,its purpose is to assist trading parties in the interim before CPW087 is delivered.  The purpose of this guidance document is to give instruction to Wholesalers that have recorded Meter Reads on their SPIDs, to pass this information onto the Retailer to upload via the MVI process.

This guidance document shall be reviewed by the Market Operator on an as-needed basis.
[bookmark: _Toc41554490]Overview
From March 2020 onwards, the market has seen an impact of reduced functionality on attaining Meter Reads due to Government restrictions put in place to mitigate against the COVID-19 epidemic. Whilst it is acknowledged that this impact is experienced by both Retailers and Wholesalers alike, it would be in the interest of the entire market to pull resources together and prevent an extreme degradation of the long unread situation. This guidance document sets out the process that Wholesalers and Retailers are requested to follow in order to upload Wholesaler Meter Reads. Unless expressly stated otherwise, for the purposes of this guidance document terms defined in the Wholesale-Retail Code Part 1 (Objectives, Principles and Definitions) shall apply. 
[bookmark: _Toc41554491]Wholesaler Process
Wholesalers can use Meter Reads that are obtained or calculated from their normal operational visits, AMR, Smart Meters or Loggers and loaded onto their own internal systems and to pass on this Meter Read information to Retailers via the Medium Volume Interface (MVI) template.
1) Using the MVI template attached the Wholesaler complete the required fields as stipulated in CSD 301 (Data Catalogue) and the Retailer. For explanation on the expected data items please see Appendix 1.

2) The Wholesaler must ensure to insert ‘Wholesaler Read’ into the ‘Text Comments Field ‘.

3) Once completed, the Wholesaler uploads the MVI file to the Retailer via secure SharePoint upload or secure method of transmission already in place between Trading Parties. Please see appendix 2 for more details on this process.

4) Frequency and quantity of reads:

a. No more than 1 (one) Read per Meter in a Month (unless otherwise agreed) 
i. Wholesalers are expected to discuss with their contracting Retailers before initiation the maximum number of reads any one Retailer can manage on a weekly or monthly basis. 
b. Keep to one upload per month (unless otherwise agreed).
[bookmark: _Toc41554492]Retailer Process
1) The Retailer reviews the MVI file received from the Wholesaler and removes any Meter Reads that they determine to be incorrect, inappropriate or superfluous in accordance with their responsibilities as the Data Owner.

2) The Retailer must ensure that ‘Wholesaler Read’ is inserted into the ‘Text Comments Field’ before submission.

3) The Retailer will then upload the MVI file into CMOS through either the MVI process or any other process they use for the submission of market Meter Reads.

4) The Retailer is requested to upload the reads supplied by the Wholesaler within ten (10) Business Days from the date the Meter Read is received by the Retailer.
Note:
· For the avoidance of doubt, the Retailer can submit a remote regular Cyclic Read using Meter Read Method “remote”, as defined in section 2.3.6 of CSD 0202. This can include reads calculated from a Non-Household Customer or Wholesaler logger, AMR, outreader or smart meter.

[bookmark: _Toc41554493]MOSL Process
1) MOSL will identify and remove all T105.R submissions that have been labelled as ‘Wholesaler Read’ in the ‘Text Comments Field’ from the MPS calculations.

2) MOSL will consolidate Wholesalers reads submitted to Retailers and compare submitted T105.R that have been labelled as ‘Wholesaler Read’ in the ‘Text Comments Field’
Note: 
· As the uploaded reads will be labelled as a ‘Wholesaler Read’ in the comments field box, the Market Operator will be able to differentiate between a normal read and a Wholesaler submitted read.

Wholesalers
1) Please save your file convention: “[CMOS Org ID] MVI [yyyy-mm]”
a. Example: “THAMES-R MVI 2020-04”
b. files must be saved as a .xlsx file.
c. dates should be the year and month that the file was uploaded to SharePoint. E.g. Any documents uploaded in June must have the date expressed as “2020-06”
2) MOSL have adapted the automated sharing tool to cope with multiple files due to MVI line item restriction. These files must be named correctly by the Wholesaler, otherwise the automated tool will not recognise or share the file. Similarly, all files by all Wholesales must use the same date, otherwise they will not be shared. See below examples:

THAMES-W MVI2 2020-06
THAMES-W MVI3 2020-06
THAMES-W MVI4 2020-06

3) Upload your MVI template into SharePoint /Market Performance / Wholesaler Meter Reads CPW087
Retailers
1) Files will appear in your corresponding SharePoint /Market Performance / Wholesaler Meter Reads CPW087.
1) Download required data and review as per Step 3.
